About Hades Valley

A tough battle was fought between the rebels in Hades and the imperials invading.  It was pretty even between the two when a Cybrid dropship was seen hovering in the mountains.  Both General Harons and Captain Robbins fled with their armiess into the Hades Canyons.... leaving Hades Valley abandoned.  Eventually, both armies made their way to the hidden "backup" base beyond the man-made tunnels and joined forces. Aftermath-- continued story of Hades---.

Seth Menza was the leader of BlackWatch, but after many successful campaigns agaisnt the cybrids, he was forced to leave BlackWatch in order to protect it from Prometheus's grudge against him.

The now abandoned Hades Valley was still a prime choice for a military base.  The rebels again sent in a crew to form a new HVCD (Hades Valley Cybrid Defense) led by Kenneth Nedy (Aka: Squatch).  Prometheus soon found information about the elite BlackWatch that led him to believe that BlackWatch lived in Hades Valley.  However, his information was incorrect and the only base in Hades belonged to the rebel HVCD.  Prometheus sent his Cybrid armies to attack Hades Valley believing he was destroying the great leader Seth Menza.  Coincidentally, the BlackWatch also had received information that said Prometheus was in the general area of Hades Valley.  The BlackWatch Squadron lead by leaders William Harons and Alex Robbins flew into Hades in their Hermes dropships.  However, the Cybrids were strong.  During the total devastation, both Harons and Robbins were killed and the battered BlackWatch (along with Kenneth Nedy and his remaining HVCD members) again fled into the great Hades Canyons.  However, the BlackWatch would not easily give up.  Under the leadership of Erik Stapleton (AKA: ES_Master), the apprentice of Alex Robbins, they reformed their army and attacked the Cybrids now situated in Hades.  The long battle ended with BlackWatch as the winner, but the event in usually called "The Great BW Tragedy", because of the death of the leaders Alex Robbins and William Harons.
